Today the air we breathe, the food we eat, the water we drink and our very democracy are under increasing threat from corporate abuses. Corporate Accountability International is working toward a world where major decisions affecting people and the environment are based on the public interest, not on maximizing corporate profits.

Since 1977, Corporate Accountability International (formerly Infact) has waged and won campaigns that challenge irresponsible and dangerous actions by corporate giants. From bringing about significant reforms in the life-threatening marketing of infant formula in economically poor countries, to pushing General Electric out of nuclear weaponsmaking, to being a major contributing factor in the adoption of the world's first corporate accountability treaty, the Framework Convention on Tobacco Control, our work has influenced the way corporations are held accountable for the last 30 years.

Today our mission is more urgent than ever. Corporate Accountability International is challenging global food corporations as people around the world face sickness, hunger and malnutrition. Our Value [the] Meal campaign targets the fast food industry to highlight how its high calorie, high fat, and high sugar menu is a major cause of the obesity epidemic in the U.S. where one out of three children are obese. (www.valuethemeal.org) We're also confronting corporations like Nestle, Coca-Cola and Suez for their aggressive attempts to turn water from a basic human right into an unaffordable luxury contributing to a crisis that could leave two-thirds of the world's population without enough access to water. Our Think Outside the Bottle campaign (ww.thinkoutsidethebottle.org) targets the bottled water industry and how it is undermining the public’s faith in public water supplies as well as damaging the environment. Our recent work in New York led Governor Patterson to agree to cancel the state’s bottled water contracts and renew his support to fund New York’s public water systems.
At Corporate Accountability International, we have always emphasized the importance of putting a spotlight on corporate abuse. Our campaigns challenge corporate at every level: from coordinated, local grassroots actions to international policy negotiations.
